SCIENCE SATURDAYS AT AMSE FOR 3rd and 4th GRADERS

Registration is now open for third and fourth graders (ages 8-9) to attend Science Saturdays from 1:30 p.m. – 3:00
p.m. to experiment and discover nature, physics, and chemistry with a wide variety of hands-on science activities for
20 students per session on March 3, March 17, April 14 and April 28 at the American Museum of Science and
Energy in Oak Ridge.

To register for Science Saturdays, call AMSE at (865) 576-3229.  Pre-registration and payment are required to
reserve a space.  AMSE members are free, while non-members pay $8.00, which includes the workshop for the
student.  Class size is limited to 20 third and fourth graders per session.

On March 3 “It’s A Bird’s Life” will introduce students to the fascinating world of birds.  Try out different bird beak
tools, build a bird nest, build different birds, make several bird feeders to take home and attract birds to your yard,
and create a bird see picture of your own.
   
On March 17 “Are you Dense?” will be investigated.  Explore the unseen world of density and surface tension
through fun experiments that unlock the secrets these properties hold.  Race soap powered boats, make raisins
dance, and discover why things float and sink.

On April 14 “Everyday Chemistry” is featured.  Investigate the world of chemistry using household substances and
unlock the mysteries of modern chemistry with fun experiments.  Inflate a balloon, make a penny shine, discover if
something is an acid or base, and explore rocketry with all things you would find at home.

On April 28 “More Everyday Chemistry” is offered, because there is so much more to do.  Make elephant
toothpaste, create a designer t-shirt, learn about chemical reactions, make a lava lamp and make a chemical eruption
using candy mints.

Get fun down to a science at the American Museum of Science and Energy, located at 300 South Tulane Avenue in
Oak Ridge, open from 9 a.m. – 5 p.m. Monday through Saturday and 1 – 5 p.m. Sunday.  Become an AMSE
member today.

SUBSTITUTE/SUPPLY TEACHERS,
EDUCATIONAL ASSISTANTS AND INTERNS ARE NOT ELIGIBLE TO COMPLETE A
TRANSFER APPLICATION.  ALL APPLICANTS MUST HAVE APPROPRIATE
ENDORSEMENTS.  CERTIFIED TEACHERS MAY REQUEST A TRANSFER TO A MAXIMUM
OF TEN (10) SCHOOLS OR POSITIONS.  REQUESTS MADE AFTER THE MAXIMUM OF TEN
WILL BE DENIED.

The following vacancies are projected for the 2007-2008 school year and may be eliminated or reassigned
within the building or program prior to the beginning of the school year depending on enrollment
projections or budget restrictions.

A request for transfer shall be made no later than March 30th, in order to be given 1st consideration for the
following school year.

After March 30th, any employee requesting consideration for a transfer shall be considered for the positions
for which they have applied on the same basis as other applicants.
